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A RESOLUTION ACKNOWLEDGING RECEIPT OF OFFER TO PURCHASE A PARCEL OF
CITY-OWNED LAND DESCRIBED AS 104 PECAN STREET, CREEDMOOR, NC

WHEREAS, the City of Creedmoor is currently the owner of real property located at 104 Pecan St.,
Creedmoor, NC, the same being known as Lots 45 and 46 of Creedmoor Heights;

WHEREAS, the City has no plans to develop the property at this time;

WHEREAS, the City has received a legally sufficient unsolicited offer to purchase said parcel of real
property for $5,000; and

WHEREAS,  pursuant to the legal authority contained in North Carolina General Statutes GS 160A-
269, the City of Creedmoor proposes to accept the offer.

Now, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City of Creedmoor Board of Commissioners that
Section 1. The Board of Commissioners proposes to accept the unsolicited bid of $5,000.
Section 2. The offeror shall make a bid deposit in the amount of five percent (5%) of its bid.

Section 3. Notice of the unsolicited bid of $5,000 shall be published in accordance with the
provisions of North Carolina General Statutes 160A-269, and shall include a general
description of the property, the amount and terms of the offer, and a notice that within 10
days any person may raise the bid by not less than ten percent (10%) of the first one
thousand dollars ($1,000) and five percent (5%) of the remainder.

Section 4. The upset bid process shall be repeated until no further qualifying upset bids are received,
at which time the Board of Commissioners may accept the highest offer and sell the
property to the highest bidder

Section 5. The parcel of real property shall be offered “as is.” The City of Creedmoor offers no
guarantees or warranties with regard to the real property nor will it accept any conditions
on the sale of said real property.

Section 6. The instrument of conveyance from the Creedmoor Board of Commissioner to the
successful purchaser will contain the following provision:



Grantee by acceptance and recording of this Deed, hereby waives, releases, and
discharges forever Grantor from all present and future claims, demands, suits, legal and
administrative proceedings and from all liability for damages, losses, costs. Liabilities,
fees and expenses, present and future, arising out of or in any way connected with
Grantor’s use, maintenance, ownership or operation of the property, any condition of
environmental contamination on the property, or the existence of hazardous substances in
any state in the property, however they came to be emplaced there.

Section 7. The City of Creedmoor Board of Commissioners reserves the right to reject any and all
offers.
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
